A Teacher*s Lot Is Certainly A Different One

People usually think that teachers, if female, are intense, persistent crea-
tures, and if male, are a little strange. Speaking about teachers they
would mention their quarrelsome emotional way of discussing things,
their dictatorial or pedantic tendencies and above all, their boring inabil-
ity to talk about anything other than their jobs.

Teachers themselves have a particularly self-conscious view of their
role. Outside their work they tend to feel isolated and grow away from
friends who work a standard office day. The teachers‘ job involves a lot
of stresses and conflicts, and these isolate teachers from everybody else,
alter their outlook and even their characters.

Monday morning is a good example of the differences between school
and office. In many offices you can arrive a little late, put off whatever
is not important, and with luck you can have extended lunch-hour. A
teacher‘s Monday is more likely to begin on Sunday night. There are
preparations to be made for the morning, and even if they have been
made it is difficult to get rid of the sense of guilt about the quantity and
quality of the preparation. From the moment of arrival at school there is
no place for tiredness, sadness and depression, children are all around.
The same worry can spill over into evenings and weekends. Young
teachers sit and brood about the children‘s needs and always feel that
they could be doing more. Of course, that‘s true, but the best teachers
are the ones who can switch off by doing whatever work is necessary.
If a teacher falls ill he can‘t afford to stay in bed till he gets well. Know-
ing the difficulties his absence creates in school, with the class being
split up and loaded on to colleagues, teachers don‘t stay home when
they should, and often come back to school before they are fully recov-
ered.

Extremes of children‘s behaviour in the classroom are more common
than people would believe. Many teachers discover in themselves depth
of bad temper, even rage, they never knew they had.

But rewards of the job are so special that the teachers learn to meet high
expectations. The experiences they have at school are a great influence

on their attitudes to jobs and people.

Why | Chose Teaching as a Career

When one makes a decision about the work he will do in life, it is
important that the decision be based on criteria that reflect his personal
values, temperaments, experiences, and skills. My choice of teaching as
a career was not made lightly; rather, it was the culmination of a process
of reflection about what | wanted to do with my life and my education.

When | was a student in elementary, middle, and high school, as
well as in college, | found myself paying attention to not only what was
being taught, but also to how my teachers actually taught the lessons.

The great teachers | have had throughout my education are my he-
roes and my role models. | began to understand more fully in high
school and throughout my time as a college student that great teachers
had skills I wanted to learn. | wanted to excel at the things in which they
excelled, but I also experienced teachers who were not effective, and
they too taught me something. From them I learned what | would not do
or even try when | would someday become a teacher. I fully realized
that to be a teacher is truly a calling of not just the mind, but the heart
as well.

| saw that the great teachers were good at explaining content, were
patient, yet firm with students, were always fair, set high expectations,
knew how to motivate us, and used humor appropriately. They were ex-
cellent communicators who had a command of the subject-matter con-
tent they taught. | wanted to be like them, to be able to do what they
could do, and yet | understood that | would have to forge my own style
of teaching that would draw on my strengths, knowledge, skills, values
and experiences. | have arrived at that point in my preparation, fully re-
alizing I still have much to learn.

I have chosen education as a career because | believe that education
is perhaps the most important function performed in our culture, or for
that matter, any culture. | believe that teachers individually and collec-
tively can not only change the world, but improve it, and in the process
find personal and professional renewal. | want to be part of this noble
profession, and someday to be counted among those in whom future
preservice teachers found inspiration.
