Everyone has rights, including you. To protect children’s rights the United Nations has
worked out an international agreement called the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the
Child. According to this Convention:

All children have the right to non-discrimination (Article 2);

All children have the right tolife (Article 6);

All children have the right to name and nationality at birth (Article 7);

Children have theright to express their views (Article 12);

Education in Great Britain: Higher Education

There is a considerable choice of post-school education in Britain. In addition to universi-
ties,there are also polytechnics and a series of different types of colleges, such as colleges of tech-
nology,art, etc., which tend to provide more work-orientated courses than universities. Some of the-
se courses are part-time, with the students being released by their employers for one day a week
or longer periods.

Virtually all students on full-time courses receive grants or loans from the Govern-
ment which cover their tuition fees and everyday expenses (accommodation, food, books, etc).

Universities in Britain enjoy complete academic freedom, choosing their own staff and de-
ciding which students to admit, what and how to teach, and which degrees to award (first degrees
are called Bachelor degrees).

There is no automatic admission to university, as there are only a limited number of places
(around 100,000) available each year. Candidates are accepted on the basis of their A-level results.
Virtually all degree courses are full-time and most last three years (medical and veterinary cours-
es last five or six years).

Students who obtain their Bachelor degree (graduates) can apply to take a further degree
course, usually involving a mixture of exam courses and research. There are two different types of
post-graduate courses — the master's degree (MA or MSc), which takes one or two years, and the
high- er degree of Doctor of Philosophy (PhD), which takes two or three years.
