The Blair Years: The Long Goodbye

Twenty-four years after he launched his career as a young MP in the former pit villages of Co
Durham, Tony Blair returns there today to draw it all to a close.

There will be little fanfare and some modest words as he applies the last rites during a speech at
the Trimdon Labour Club. As always, the understatement will be carefully choreographed and
the performance impeccably executed.

By the Prime Minister's side will be a core of local officials who have been with him throughout
his time as MP for Sedgefield. The audience will be made up of hand-picked activists with a
record of unstinting loyalty.

Looking on from the wings will be Jonathan Powell, his chief of staff for the past 13 years, and
the only senior Downing Street official who has stayed with him through every up and down of
an extraordinary decade in power.

Whatever verdicts people reach on Tony Blair's record in government — on Iraq, schools, NHS
reform, cash for peerages — no one can argue that he has failed to earn his place alongside
Margaret Thatcher as a giant of modern British political history.

At the age of 40, Tony Blair became the youngest Labour leader ever when he succeeded John
Smith in 1994. He immediately created a buzz of excitement around a previously unelectable
party that left no one who witnessed it in any doubt that he would soon end the long period of
Tory government and lead Labour back to power.

In his first 17 months as Tory leader, David Cameron — who models himself in many ways on
Blair — has failed to achieve anything like the level of excitement and optimism among
Conservative activists that Blair engendered in the party faithful in 1994,

On May 1 1997, when just 43, he became the youngest prime minister since Lord Liverpool in
1812 and from there the only Labour prime minister to win his party three successive election
victories, the first two with landslide majorities of over 150. It is all the more remarkable
therefore that in seven weeks' time he will leave a party that has never learnt to love and trust
him.

Today in Trimdon, Mr Blair will take his leave with many of his own MPs believing his
departure is long overdue. He and other leading Blairites, aware of the hostility and the calls for
a return to Labour's "comfort zone", are unsure whether the New Labour project will survive
when he is gone.

Tony Blair's aim was to turn his party from an unwieldy, Left-leaning, union-dominated
organization into a "natural party of government™ — one that would never let up in its search for
new ideas and monopolize the centre ground by appealing always to the swelling ranks of
Britain's middle classes.

But if the public bought the idea for three elections, the Labour Party increasingly did not. Tony
Blair would have gone on longer — certainly to beat Margaret Thatcher's record of more than 11
years in office — were it not for the fact that his own party did not want him to do so. Certainly
most of his own MPs admired him as an inspirational performer and leader.

In crisis after crisis, he would face down uprisings of the parliamentary party, winning the
doubters round with inspirational rallying calls that earned table-thumping ovations. He had
many admirers on the Left including Dennis Skinner, who would regularly speak up for him
when he needed support.

But a solid mass of Labour MPs — many angry with him over Irag — increasingly refused to
back the domestic reform agenda. With Gordon Brown waiting impatiently to take over, the
succession issue became bound up with disagreements over the direction in which Blair was
leading the party.

The rise in the frequency of Labour rebellions over Mr. Blair's three terms in office shows how
the party he had put in power refused to move with him. Research by Philip Cowley of
Nottingham LlIniversity shows there were 96 rebellions by Labour MPs in Parliamentary votes
between 1997 and 2001. In the 2001 to 2005 Parliament, the figure rose to 259. In the first
session of the 2005 Parliament there were 95, more than in any session since the Second World
War.

The rebellions also grew in size. The largest in the first Blair Parliament was 67 MPs, over
benefit reform. In the second it rose to 72 (over university top-up fees) and in the third it grew to



95 (over plans to renew the Trident nuclear deterrent). Excluding the Labour revolt over Irag, the
size of the biggest rebellion grew in each Parliament even though the number of Labour MPs
available to rebel had decreased as Mr. Blair's majority sank.

Today Labour is seen by the public as split down the middle. And it is no longer seen as the
natural party of government as Mr. Blair believed it could and would be. The share of votes at
last weekend's local elections — if replicated at a national level — would put Mr.Cameron in
power at Westminster.

The latest odds from Ladbrokes make the Conservatives the favourites at 4/7 to win the next
election, with Labour at 5/4. For a punter, the odds on a party other than Labour winning are
better than at any time since 1994,

This week, Peter Mandelson, one of the founding fathers of New-Labour, raised doubts about
whether the party had really changed for good after 13 years of Tony Blair's leadership.

He seemed to fear it would retreat under Gordon Brown to a less ambitious agenda, more in line
with the views of its MPs. In a melancholy article in the London Evening Standard, he said Mr
Blair had "defined our political times and made the country a much better place™.

Yet the party he had succeeded in reforming most, MrMandelson suggested, might be the Tories,
who were now so thoroughly Blairite as to be fit for office.

"The public is ready for new personnel — not a fundamentally different direction whether in
Labour or Conservative hands," he wrote. Making the Tories electable was not quite what Tony
Blair had in mind.
